Rules for an Expository Paper:

· Use “third person”, no I, me, you, us we. **DO NOT ADDRESS THE READER DIRECTLY!

· Do not use “I think”!!!!!

· Formal-formal language-no contractions, no slang (neat stuff = meaningful food products)

· Formal grammar and spelling

The question that your paper will answer is: Why did civilizations develop so unequally? Your essay will be five paragraphs long and include an introduction with a thesis and a conclusion. Here is a basic outline for your paper:

Paper Outline

You could describe clear examples of inequality between civilizations historically or presently.  Your introduction must also very briefly introduce your thesis statement and your main ideas of agriculture and domesticated animals leading to food surpluses. 
b. Remember--not all introductions are the same!!! You have lots of freedom with your introduction. The most important thing to remember, however, is that your introduction should be interesting and “hook” the reader into your paper. Some ideas to help you do this are:
· Some interesting background information
· An appropriate quotation
· An illustrative story or snapshot in time (keep it brief)
· An analogy, a series of questions, a startling fact, and more!!!
