A verb describes what someone (or something) does.

Each verb comes in many different forms called tenses.

Here's how to form the present perfect progressive tense:

Verb

clean

walk

eat

trying

have/has + been + apresent participle (-ing verb)

Present Perfect Prog.
has been cleaning

have been walking
have been eating

has been trying

Example
Nora has been cleaning for an hour.

I have been walking since 8:00 p.m.
Laura and I have been eating octopus since
we were babies.

Emma has been trying to juggle for the entire
day.
