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Course Meeting Times:

French 6 will physically meet on Wednesday for class instruction.  Even though students will not be physically present in class during the rest of the week, they are expected to be working on pre-assigned work.  Students have the option of doing work in the library, the cafeteria, various study areas in the school, in my classroom, or in another location determined by the student and his/ her parent.  This “project period” will also be the time that students will be allowed to take written tests and do listening activities.  Written and Oral Tests will not be given on Wednesdays during class time, as that time will be devoted to instruction.  Oral testing can be done before and after school, 4th period on non-instruction days and by appointment.
