		E.  Transcript Level will be All Levels and it will Unofficial 				Transcript for type.  Click Submit.  Verify information.  If it looks 			great, then move on by clicking on the myEnrollment arrow in the 			upper left corner.  Return to the student records section of that 				window.
		F.  In that section, click on Request Official Transcript.
		G.  From this window, you will enter the information of the school to 			which you want your transcript sent.  You will use the school look up 			process by clicking on Look Up College Code.  Enter the appropriate 		information to find your school.
		H.  Once you get to your school’s information page, you will choose 			official transcript at the top and click continue at the bottom.
		I.  From here, you will choose to send an electronic copy to your 			school.  Only one copy is necessary and the current price is $5 a copy.  
		J. You will need to pay for it with a credit card which you may need 			to have on file.
		K.  Once you finish, you will log-out. And then you can feel good 			knowing that you are one step closer to being an adult!
