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Course Description: 

This course is a continued presentation of the fundamentals of French grammar. Students will begin work on the simple past, object pronouns and other important grammar points.  The thematic approach is continued with situational exercises, review, culture and conversation as an integral part of the course.  All four language skills are emphasized: listening, reading, writing and speaking. After completion of this two term course, most students will be performing at the Novice-Mid level, or higher in all four modalities according to the ACTFL standards for language acquisition.  Class will be conducted primarily in French. The prerequisite for this course is French 1.
Objectives:
By the end of this course the student will be able to:

-comprehend main ideas, questions and comments about everyday topics, enhanced by visual clues.

- express ideas and some details in phrases and sentences and ask questions on a range of topics.

- comprehend main ideas and supporting details from the materials such as menus and schedules.


-  use memorized material to compose short messages, notes, and simple guided paragraphs.


- use appropriate social conventions, courtesies, polite gestures and greetings.


- compare and contrast first and second language cultural differences.

Students can opt to receive 5 credits for French 101 through the Lane Community College program known as COLLEGE NOW.  Final College Now Grade is an average of the two trimester term grades at SHS for this level.

Grading Policy:

Grading is done on a cumulative point system.  Lesson quizzes are worth 50 points, unit written tests are 100 points each and the grade is based on written and aural accuracy. Speaking exams are worth 100 points with a cumulative speaking final worth 200 points at the end of 2b using the DF Speaking Rubric.  Student projects / presentations can range from 50-100 points and students are provided a rubric for each project / presentation. Compositions are worth 25-50 points and are graded using the writing rubric.  Homework assignments vary in point value and each assignment will be evaluated on an individual basis to determine point worth.  

Due dates are announced well in advance, thus late work, not due to an excused absence, is only accepted for one week after the due date and will receive half credit.  Thus, in order to be successful in this class it is important to do every single assignment and to get the assignments in on time.  Zeros can really hurt your grade. 

Partial credit, pass/no pass, and grade changes are options in very specific documented circumstances during the term. See instructor for more information. 

Performance

In order to be successful in this class it is important to actively participate. Student performance includes:  being prepared for class and ready to work when class starts, attentive and “active” listening, on-task pair work, completing all in-class activities, volunteering to answer when appropriate, and helping to create and maintain a positive learning environment. If you are not in class, you will miss activities and instruction that will have the potential to affect your grade.  Repeated requests to participate in class activities and/or put away cell phones will impact your ability to perform in class.

As per Sheldon High School Policy, there will be no student cell phone usage in the classroom unless directed by the teacher.
