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Course Description:
The course will contain a continued presentation and perfection of the fundamentals of French grammar and culture.  Four A students will expand their command of the language in all four modalities: oral and reading comprehension as well as written and verbal expression.  At the end of this course, students will feel relative ease in communicating and understanding the language in most daily situations.  The thematic approach is continued with situational exercises, culture and conversation as integral parts of the course.  After completion of this term, most students will be performing at the Intermediate-Low level, or higher in all four modalities according to the ACTFL standards for language acquisition. Class is conducted entirely in French. The prerequisite for this course is French 3b.
Objectives:
By the end of this course the student will be able to:

- comprehend main ideas from announcements, narratives and conversations in familiar situations about topics of interest.

- communicate information and ideas in conversations, using sentences and asking questions in everyday situations.


- comprehend main ideas and pertinent details and make inferences from written material.


- compose paragraphs, essays or informal notes.

- interpret and apply social conventions, courtesies and polite gestures appropriately.


- Compare and contrast first and second language cultural behaviors.

Grading Policy:

Grading is done on a non-weighted point system, but there will be a modification as to how grades will be calculated.  There are 4 categories of grading that are mandatory, and will count towards your grade, whether you complete them or not.  They are Tests/ Quizzes, Performance, Compositions & Projects.  The last category, Homework, is not required, but is highly encouraged for better overall performance on tests and will contribute positively to your grade by lessening the value of the other 4 categories. Thus, it will only be accepted one week after the original due date, both for excused and unexcused reasons.   If the homework is not turned in within the one week timeline, you will be marked exempt from it, which means that it does not hurt or help your grade.  Thus, this causes the other 4 categories to have a larger influence on your overall grade.

Even with this new system, the point values are distributed as they have been in the past.  Unit written tests are worth 100 points each graded on written and aural proficiency. Oral exams are worth 100 points and are graded using the DF rubric.  Student projects / presentations can range from 50-100 points and grading rubrics are provided with the assignment. Compositions are worth 50 points and are graded using the written rubric.  Homework assignments vary in point value and each assignment will be evaluated on an individual basis to determine point worth.  

An essential part of your learning, and thus your grade is performance (10 points per week).  Student performance is based on the following:
*Volunteering means that you raise your hand because you want to answer questions and/or share your opinion in FRENCH. This implies that you are able to understand the questions asked and that you are able to formulate and answer fairly spontaneously.

*Being ready to share your group's ideas means that you are ready to report orally in FRENCH your group's findings; you are able and ready, for instance, to say "what your partners thought of the story," or "where they would want to go if they had the money" without asking them again.

*Participating in group activities means that you are eager to use your French skills to cover all the tasks that a given activity requires. 

As per Sheldon High School Policy, there will be no student cell phone usage in the classroom unless directed by the teacher.

Partial credit, pass/no pass, and grade changes are options in very specific documented circumstances during the term. See instructor for more information.

NOTE:  The use of any kind of computer-generated translation programs will result in no credit for the assignment!

Rules & Expectations:

In a sense, each day in class involves an exam in that you are expected to have carefully read and prepared each assignment.  Frequent, unannounced written and oral quizzes will be given in which you will be called to demonstrate your understanding of the material presented, both in class and in the text.

French is to be spoken at all times by students and the instructor.  The more you practice, the better you will become at using the language.
