EARTHQUAKE DRILL


Teacher or Supervising Adult… 

If Indoors:
1. If the earthquake drill is sounded: (a P.A. announcement for the earthquake followed by a second P.A. announcement for the evacuation) OR if you feel signs of an earthquake (the ground shaking, hanging objects swaying, wobbling of shelves, etc.)

· Instruct students to take cover immediately under desks, tables or other heavy furniture.

· Turn away from windows.

2. If heavy furniture is not available, stand in interior doorways, narrow halls or against weight-bearing walls.

3. Stay away from windows, light fixtures, and suspended objects.

4. Remain calm, reassuring students by speaking and giving instructions in a firm, calm voice.

5. When the quake is over, (or when a P.A. announcement directs staff/students to evacuate the building), evacuate the building as quickly as possible in a calm, orderly fashion.

6. Report to your designated “teacher station” located on the blacktop, near the playground.
7. Each teacher should take role, holding up the green/red card signifying all students are present, there is a student missing, or your have additional students in your care. 

8. If a student is missing/additional, complete the “fire/evacuation attendance” form and have a runner take the notification to the school secretary.

9. Remain outside the building until it has been inspected and declared safe by authorized personnel.

If Outdoors:

1. Move away from the building.

2. Go to a clear, open area such as a playing field. If possible, report to your designated “teacher station” on the blacktop, near the playground.

3. Avoid utility poles, trees, and overhead wires.

4. Remain calm, reassuring students by giving instructions in a firm, calm voice.

5. Account for all students following the attendance procedures listed above in 7 & 8.

If at Lunch or Transitioning:

If the drill occurs during lunch, during a transition, or when students are “out and about”, students should take cover immediately in the area they are in (gym, halls, restrooms, etc. following directions listed above in #2). When it is safe to evacuate the building (or an evacuation notice is announced over the P.A.), students should go to their designated “teacher station” for evacuations located on the blacktop, near the playground.
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
