Course Description

Many mathematical functions are needed to model real-world phenomena. Algebra 2B continues the study of some of these functions. In this part of the course you will learn about the logarithm function including their use to solve exponential equations. You will learn about Periodic functions and Polynomial functions toward the end of the course. As the course progresses you will continue to develop mastery of what you learned in part A of the course. 
Prerequisite: Completion of Algebra 2A with a C or better. (let’s discuss ASAP if this is an issue)

How to succeed in the course: 

• Come to class ready to listen, participate, talk about math, and do math.

• Take notes. Participate and engage in discussions.

The Required Materials:  

TI-83 or TI-84 Graphing Calculator every day in class for use on the assignments. It is important you have your own right away. (no cell phones allowed as calculators, at least during class.)   If getting access to one is a hardship, then you need to let me know ASAP and I can try to set you up with a loaner available from the Math Department. (There is limited supply so ask within the first day or two of class). You many not use cell phones as your calculator, at least in-class.  

Graphing Calculator Skills I’m assuming you already have from Algebra 2A:

· Graphing functions. Adjusting the window accordingly.

· Calculating Zeros (x-intercepts)

· Using your Table to observe inputs and outputs

· Checking solutions to equations using the “Store” feature on your GDC

· Calculating the intersection of two functions without tracing.
B. Notebook/Organization: 
1. You will take and keep notes and examples in your Main Notebook, dedicated to this class only. It should be either a spiral type or bound notebook like a Composition book. No folders. Do not put your homework in this notebook. Do not put other handouts in this spiral notebook, just notes. Toward the end of the trimester there will be a notebook check for a grade and you will be turning it in for a few days. For those of you who comply the requirements above, you can use your Main Notebook on learning check quizzes and Exit Tickets.

2. Keep your daily homework from the current chapter organized and together in a separate folder or a separate spiral notebook. You will be turning your HW in. More on that later. Handouts (and other Warm Ups that happen to be on hand outs) should be kept in that same separate folder or notebook.

Expectations

Includes daily homework collected by chapter, random HW checks, in-class assignments, and Notebook checks. Daily homework is due the next day at the start of class. The scores will be based on HW Quality which will be explained in class. 





Notebooks will be collected toward the end of the trimester and given a grade. Your grade will be based on whether you have a date, a title, and reasonable detail when notes are taken in class.   





HW assignments will be a blend of review skills as well as questions related to the new learning of the day. Research has shown that spaced practice of skills, like this, helps you retain more. 





You are expected to check my HW blog each time you are absent before you get back to class.

















10%	   Learning Check Quizzes (LCQ's) and Exit Tickets


	 


The purpose of LCQ’s are to give you relatively quick feedback about your initial learning without having them count too much for your grade. They tend to be short and unannounced. On many LCQ's, you can use your Main Notebook as long as you follow the guidelines mentioned earlier. 





You will be allowed to drop your worst one third of all items in this category. (keep two thirds)





Exit Tickets are very short and will be given occasionally at the end of a lesson on learning that should occur during a lesson. If absent, you cannot make it up but it WILL be excused as long as your absence is excused. 





Regular LCQ’s must be made up. If you are absent and you fail to come in to make up a missed LCQ within a day or two, it will get recorded as a zero. LCQ’s not made up will most likely be one of the LCQ’s that is dropped for you. 





On my blog, I will post if a Normal LCQ was given. That way you will know if you need to come in. 

















75%		Tests and Trimester Exam  (Trimester Exam on last 2 days of Trimester)





Tests will be cumulative. Roughly 40% of the questions on each test will be on content from all previous chapters.  Remember that mastery happens over time.  Keep in mind that when you are learning from homework and studying for tests you are preparing for all future tests, not just the next one. 





Working hard on a daily basis is the most effective way to be fully prepared. Re-takes are not normally given at this level so you need to stay on top of things. [Exception: Occasionally I will reach out and give additional options to students who are working hard on a daily basis but struggling].





Testing policy: Tests must be taken in one sitting. If you are a slow test taker, then you may arrange ahead of time to take half of the test either before school and possible after school.  Otherwise you must finish during the allotted class time.  Let me know the day before the test about this. 





All tests will be made up outside of class time.  Extended absences will be dealt with on a case by case basis.  Students present the day before a test will be expected to take the test on the day they return from an absence.
