	Major/Student Teaching Placement

	        This is a 15+ week placement. Students will be required to teach at least 9-weeks more  

        than half time. At the elementary level within those 9-weeks, students will need to 

        teach at least 3-weeks full time. They will need to develop and teach a work sample as

        part of this placement. These students are masters’ degree candidates. If you volunteer

        for this placement, it will occur in the fall of 2009.



	
	Field Experience

	       This is an approximately 26-hour placement. Although Pacific University arranges this

        placement, the specific times are arranged between the mentor and student. This 

        experience involves the student observing in the classroom and assisting. It involves no

        teaching.

	        This is a 45-hour general education practicum. The experience must include working 

        with students who are not on an IEP.


	SPRING SEMESTER (January 2009)



	
	Minor Placement/Second Authorization Level

	       This is a 3-week/90+ hour placement taking place in January 2009. Your student will be

        required to teach a unit of study, work sample, during this time period. Your assistance

        will be needed to help determine the topic for this unit. These students are masters’ 

        degree candidate who  have completed their student teaching requirement.


	SPRING SEMESTER (February – June 2009)



	
	Student Teaching Placement

	        Students will be doing two different 9-week placements. Students will be required to

        teach at least 3-weeks full time in each placement. They will also need to do another

        3-weeks in each placement of more than half time. They will need to develop and teach

        a work sample as part of each placement. These students are completing the 

        requirements for their bachelor degree. The first placement will run from February 9th
        through April 17th. The second placement would begin April 20th and go until the end 

        of the school year.


	
	Special Education Student Teaching Placement

	       Students will be doing a 15-week placement in a special education classroom. Students 

       will gradually assume the role of a full-time special education teacher and must provide

       instructional services to children on an IEP. Student teachers in special education will 

       also be expected to participate in IEP meetings and other support staff activities as well.



	
	Minor Placement/Second Authorization Level

	      This is a 90+ placement in the spring beginning in March. The students will be in the 

      classroom all day two days a week. In addition, they will also be in the classroom every

      day from April 27 – May 8. They will spend these 2-weeks teaching their work sample. 

      Your assistance will be needed to determine the topic of this unit. These students are    

      masters’ degree candidates.
