Grades K-2 – Testers will assess students individually on all measures and enter the data in EasyCBM. New – all kindergarten students will be assessed in the fall. (See schedule below).

Grade 3-5 – Testers will assess students individually on the passage reading fluency (PRF) and enter the data in Easy CBM. (Students in grades 3-5 will not be taking the fall vocabulary and comprehension measures and will not be using the computers to take any part of this assessment.) 
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Math
Grades 1-8 – Students take the tests paper pencil.

Grades 1-2 – Will be returned to the district and office for scoring and data entry.

Grades 3-5 - Principals identify an IA in the building to score math tests (Sept. 22, 23 - first testing window) and (Sept. 24, 25 - second testing window). IA completes time sheet and gives to Debbie). A district IAs, trained to enter data will travel to each school to enter data (Sept. 24, 25, and 26 - first testing window) and ( Sept. 26, 29- second testing window)
1. There are three testing windows. Check to see which testing windows your grade level and school is involved in.  Different schools and grade levels have been assigned different testing windows so we can accommodate getting the data entered in as timely a manner as possible.


Testing Window I: September 11 –September 18

    ALL schools- Grade 1 and 2 

Testing Window II: September 15 –September 19

2. Bring Grade 1 and 2 class lists and  test booklets to Linda Hovey in the Instruction Dept. no later than 4:00 pm on September 19.  You can send them down sooner if you are done. We will score and enter the data for you. Arrange booklets in alphabetical order with your teacher ‘Class List’ on the top of your booklets. Add new students to the ‘Class List’ and include their SID Number.  Your school secretary can get this for you.  In addition identify absent students and draw a line through students who are not in your class.
3.   Grade 1 and 2 CAN use manipulatives on the Calculation Section of the test.  

4.   Grades 3-8 Calculators are NOT to be used on the calculation portion of the assessment. 

      Calculators  CAN be used on the word problem portion of the assessment.

5.  Grade 3-8 Teachers: Arrange booklets in alphabetical order with your teacher ‘Class 


List’ on the top of your booklets. Add new students to the ‘Class List’ and include their 


SID Number.  Your school secretary can get this for you.  In addition identify absent 


students and draw a line through students who are not in your class. Return you updated 


class list with your test booklets to your building Math Testing coordinator no later that 


the last day of your testing window.  The booklets will be scored for you at your building 

and the data will be entered at your building. Do not send Gr. 3-8 test booklets to the 


Instruction Dept.  

 6.  Each grade level has copies of the Teacher Assessment Directions.  If you need more, the 

      school will need to make copies. 

7.  This assessment is not timed.  You may read the test to the student if the wording is too 

     difficult.

Schedule 
September 3-5 –Lead testers will contact building principals or testing coordinators to schedule time and places for assessments. 

September 8 10:00-12:00 (Mozart Room) – Title I coordinators will learn how to access the reports and enter new students into the system after the testers leave the building. 

September 11 12:00, 1:00, 2:00 (30 min.)  – Principals, teachers, IAs, involved in testing and data entry will learn how to access the reports and enter new students into the system after the testers leave the building. 

September 15 – testers will begin administering assessments. See schedule below. The lead testers will bring all testing materials to the schools and take responsibility for entering all of the data electronically. When the testers leave a building, the data will be available on the electronic EasyCBM site to teachers and administrators.  

October (Dates and times TBA) - Building teams (Principals, primary, intermediate, SPEd teachers, and psych) will learn how to access the Easycbm reports and use the data to inform both instruction and interventions. Additionally, these teams will learn how to use the Instructional Intervention Progress Monitoring (IIPM) Model decisions rules for targeting interventions and the pre-referral process for special education.
