American History: America as a World Power (Imperialism), 090289


This trunk has been prepared to assist you in teaching about America as a World Power related to Imperialism at the end of the 19th Century and the beginning of the 20th Century. Some of the original artifacts included in this trunk consist of beads, a green beret, officer’s tunic, Chinese crucifix, and brass telescope. Also included are medals, photos and illustrations, music, beaver pelt, and “The American” newspaper.

American History: The Civil War (Civil War), 090288


This trunk has been prepared to assist you in interpreting the experiences of Union and Confederate soldiers in the Civil War. The contents have been chosen to represent the equipment and personal belongings of the men who fought America’s deadliest war. Some items are original artifacts, which include a thin wool blanket for sleeping, union pack or knapsack, canteen, eating utensils and rations, infantry accoutrements, and uniforms worn by Confederate and Union troops.

American History: Westward Migration (Oregon Trail), 090287


This trunk has been prepared to assist you in interpreting the experiences of the overland emigrants who traveled West in 19th Century America. The contents, most of which are original artifacts, are representative of the technologies of daily life and travel in America from the early 19th Century to the Civil War. They are applicable for class presentations interpreting the settlement of the Old Northwest Territory and Missouri frontier, emigration to Texas, the transcontinental journey on the trails to Oregon and California, and Mormon emigration to the Salt Lake Valley.
