4J email Zimbra Migration . . . 

ALL of 4J School District is moving to "Zimbra Collaboration Suite" by the end of May 2010. It's not a choice. 
Zimbra is the new 4J web based email for everyone.

If you are using Eudora now, on your computer, you will be moved to Zimbra.

If you are using Sun Java 4J Web mail now, you will be moved to Zimbra.
If you are using Sun Java Communication Express now, you will be moved to Zimbra.
If you are using other email software: Such as Mac Mail, Microsoft Office Out Look, Thunderbird, etc., you are on your own. 4J CIS and ESS Tech Support are not supporting these email applications.

Eudora - will become an Archive that lives on a staff computer if using Eudora now. Eudora will not migrate to Zimbra. It will remain on a person’s computer as a read only file of which they can copy and paste old emails that they may still need access to. Staff will need to copy out and print their contact list (Address Book) and re-enter into Zimbra.

4J Sun Java Web mail - will migrate folders, but not the contact list (Address book). Staff will need to copy out and print their contact list (Address Book) and re-enter into Zimbra.

4J Sun Java Communication Express - will migrate folders. You can export your contact list (Address book) and then import them into Zimbra.

***Important: All Contact lists (Address Book) information will need to be moved before the Migration of your 4J email account goes to Zimbra.

***Important: If you are currently using 4J Web Mail (Sun Java or Sun Java Communication Express) I will need your current email password for CIS to migrate your email to Zimbra. If you are using Eudora, but are also using 4J Web Mail and have “send” emails that you need. I will need your current email password. Please indicate that you are using Eudora and need send emails from web mail.
