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Public Displays of Student Work

Public displays of student academic work (not sports trophies or student murals) has reasonable evidence suggesting that such displays have very positive effects on good behavior, school attendance, academic achievement, and reduced risk of delinquency and lowers vandalism against school and nearby property.  
An example of the relationship between the square-footage of student work posted and academic achievement is shown in the figure below. Public displays or posting is evidence-based and when used ritualistically or on schedule, it becomes a behavioral vaccine.
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In schools without such displays, little public behavior is directed toward academics in school. When public displays are plentiful, however, adults and youth are far more likely to congregate around it, make comments and receive attention for the work of school—academics, instead of peer attention for the latest fashion or gossip event.
The cost of public displays of student work is virtually nonexistent, and the youth or children can be harnessed to do the tasks. It is noteworthy to mention that virtually all arcade games and sports have public posting of results.
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
