	Our Region:  Students explore states' resources, identify solutions to a business problem, look at business income and expenses, and learn what it would be like to run their own business.

 

	Fifth Grade
45 minute lessons

(5 lessons)
	Our Nation:  Introduces students to the concepts of globalization as it relates to resources and careers, and the need for students to be entrepreneurial in their thinking to meet the requirements of business worldwide. Through engaging activities, students learn about STEM skills, resources, and job skills.
