3.  Next year’s staffing plan will require we have that we have three 3rd grade classrooms (2nd grade currently has 80 students). Other grade level totals vary and will likely continue to fluctuate, but all grade levels could justify three classrooms if school budgets were better; KG = 66, 1st = 59, 2nd = 80, 3rd = 55, 4th = 67. I predict at a minimum we'll maintain our current 16.0 classroom FTE and may even see a increase, so I would like to know from staff what you believe our class configuration should be. Which grade levels should we prioritize smaller classes with three classrooms per grade level? Which grade levels should have larger class sizes with only two classrooms? Do you think we should consider blends or facilitating teaching positions and if so, which do you prefer?

4.  Regarding next year's master schedule and that Title 1 will not be allowed to provide Tier II pull-out, how would you like your reading schedule to look? Grade levels need 60 minutes of Tier I (Reading Core) and the main options we discussed were 1.) grade levels teaching 30 minutes of Tier II and then another 30 minutes of Title 1 supported Tier III push-in pull-out or 2.) having two 30-minutes sessions of Title 1 Tier III groups (push-in or pull-out), with classrooms teaching two 30 minutes sessions of Tier II during that same time.  The second option would require we schedule workshop (Tier II) and 3rd Dose (Tier III) times consecutively, so we will need to know which option grade levels want. How do you want us the line up your Tier I, II and III reading times on next year's schedule?
