County schools. This service is provided free of charge. BRING’s Education Manager will come to your
school and show your students how the stuff we use shapes the planet we share. We do this through
classroom presentations and unit specific lessons tailored to the individual teacher’s needs. We are also
able to take students on tours of the Glenwood Central Receiving Station, Short Mountain Landfill and
The Planet Improvement Center. Students come back from these field trips with a new understanding
of what impact their trash has on the local community and, by extension, the impact that all peoples
have on the world’s environments. All lessons leave the kids with concrete actions they can take today
to begin making a positive change.

Our lessons are tied to the State Standards in social studies' and science 2and to the Common Core Standards’.

The Three Rs:

e  Students learn the importance of waste reduction and reuse and, that recycling isn’t what we think it is.

Trash Audit:

e  Students identify and record the components of their waste stream and organize the data collected.

Where Stuff Comes From:
e  Students learn what natural resources are used to make the stuff of their everyday lives.

Vermicomposting:
e  Students learn how vermicomposting can help with waste reduction goals while learning about red wiggler
worms and worm bin ecosystems.

Paper Making:
e Students learn about paper recycling and its importance in waste reduction while making paper they can
take home.

Global Climate Change:

e  Students learn the current state of the science of global climate change as well as the political
controversy.

Food Waste:
e  Students learn about the costs associated with food waste.
