Welcome to the 8th Grade AVID class! You have been specially chosen to be a participant in this class, and I am looking forward to having the opportunity to work with you this year as you work toward exceptional academic achievement.
Please save this handout in the AVID section of your binder – use it as a guide to knowing classroom and curriculum expectations and policies. You may detach and turn in the attached page.
AVID: AVID is an elective college preparatory program that will prepare you to attend a four-year college when you graduate from high school. The goal of this class is to help you develop the study skills necessary to be qualified to take college preparatory classes in high school to ensure enrollment in a four-year college, to be academically successful in those college preparatory classes, and to successfully complete all college eligibility requirements.

AVID Student Responsibilities:
1) Maintain a minimum 3.0 GPA or higher, with no grades of D or F and satisfactory citizenship and attendance in all classes.

2) Maintain an AVID three-ring binder with a calendar, weekly planner, Cornell notes, assignments for all classes, and tutorial sheets.

3) Complete all homework assignments.
 4) Participate in AVID tutorials.

Required Materials:
#1) A binder with an “AVID” section including additional, college-ruled paper 
#2) Writing Supplies: Pencil, Pen, and Highlighters 

Binders: Keeping a specifically organized binder is required of all AVID students. It will become one of your most important tools for academic success. You should use a three-inch, D ring binder. You will need a subject divider for your weekly planner, and each of your classes, including AVID. You will also keep Cornell notes for each academic class, and all assignments. Your binder will be regularly checked and graded.

Class Procedures Information

HW/Turning in Assignments: HW assignments are posted in the front of the classroom, on my blog and on Ms. Brummet’s blog.  Students should be writing in their planners daily.  This should include both classwork and homework. Work must be turned in at the start of class on the day that it is due unless otherwise directed.  Students who are absent have an equal number of days to make up missed work.  

Late Work: TRFs are due on Tuesday and Thursday.  Because they are pre-work for tutorial, they cannot be made up.  If you are absent on Monday or Wednesday, you are still required to have a TRF.  If you are absent on Tuesday or Thursday, you will be excused from that day’s tutorial and may be able to use your TRF on a later day.   

Other assignments may be made up within two weeks of the due date.  Pre-work assignments may not be made up.  (For example, pre-work for a Socratic seminar cannot be made up after the Socratic seminar has occurred).
Absences: It is your responsibility to find out what needs to be made-up, and to get any necessary materials.   You can look at class assignments on the class website.  Often, there will be a Nearpod code/link posted so that you can see what you missed. Extra papers are located in the extras basket in the classroom.

Working During Class & Ending Class: You are expected to stay on-task throughout the entire period. At the end of class, I will let you know when it is time to wrap things up. 
Respect and Responsibility Expectations: It is up to us to create an environment where students are able to explore ideas freely, launch into all modes of learning, receive specific and honest feedback, and share ideas with a caring audience.  I expect all students to support the learning environment and respect each other.  The best way to do this is to follow the class rules.
