1. Please organize your portfolio writing pieces in this order. Double check to make sure you include a final copy of each piece before you turn in your portfolio.

· 1. Reflection (see below for directions)

· 2. Oral Storytelling Reflection
· 3. Harjo Pastiche (include original poem as well)
· 4.  Imagery study of a Harjo poem
· 5. Reader Response to (2) Harjo poems 
· 6. Passage Analysis of Erdrich (3 pages)

· 7. Global Issue Literary Analysis

**Written pieces should be typed, double-spaced, in 12-pt. font (except perhaps #3)

 **Please remove the heading from your final drafts—the top of each portfolio piece should just be the title 

· **Choose (1) piece to serve as the STAR of your portfolio—this piece will be graded with more weight than the others, so make sure that it demonstrates your best effort and writing abilities. Put a large STAR on the top of your chosen piece.

2. You also need to create a cover. You can be creative, but make sure you include the following basic information:

--Your name

--A Title for your portfolio

--The due date

3. The last piece of writing you need to add to your portfolio is a reflection (about ½-1 page long). This piece should be typed and formatted like all your other pieces. Please write your reflection by answering the following questions. THIS REFLECTION SHOULD BE THE FIRST PAGE OF YOUR PORTFOLIO.
· Which piece did you most enjoy writing, or which did you find easiest? Why?

· Which piece did you find most difficult or challenging? Why?

· Re-reading your pieces, what strengths do you notice? What are the things you think you do well as a writer?

· What are your weaknesses, or the things you need to work on as a writer?

· Which piece did you choose to polish (your STAR) for your final portfolio submission? Why?
