Your second related example does not need to be specifically drawn from an wok, but I generally advise that it’s better to do so.

By this point, you should be arriving at some interesting considerations of how ethical axioms apply differently for different AoK, because of the nature of their knowledge of the process by which they create it or the purposes those AoK serve.

At the same time, you should also be arriving at points where the ethical requirements apply the same way regardless of the differences between the AoK.

Sometimes it works well to use this space to introduce an example that runs counter to the other two, thereby inviting discussion of a counter view.
