Rules for in-text citations: one author

1) If the quotation falls in the middle of the sentence, place the citation at the end of
the sentence’ so as not to interrupt the flow of your writing.

2) Place the author's last name and the page number(s) inside parentheses at the end
of the sentence, followed by a period.

3) Ifa! or ?is part of the quote, include it inside the closing quotation mark. Don't
place periods right before the closing quotation mark.

1) If the quotation falls in the middle of the sentence, place the citation at the end of
the sentence’ so as not to interrupt the flow of your writing.

2) If the author you're quoting is stated directly in your essay, place just the page
number(s) inside parentheses at the end of the sentence.

3) Place a period after your citation.
