Course Description: 

This Course is a continued presentation and perfection of the fundamentals of Spanish language, and a study of Latino/a culture. Third-year students will expand their command of the language in all four areas: listening and reading comprehension, as well as written and verbal expression. At the end of this course, students should feel relative ease in communicating and understanding the language in most daily situations. The thematic approach is continued with situational exercises, culture and conversation as integral parts of the course. Class is conducted almost entirely in Spanish.

· Engage in conversations, provide and obtain information, express feelings and emotions,

· Present information, concepts, and ideas to an audience of listeners or readers on a

Grading Policy:

25%  Classwork and projects

15 % Homework

35% Summative Assessments/Integrated Performance Assessments 
Classwork is an essential part of your grade. It includes: warm-up activities, whiteboard activities, on-task group/pair work, on-task individual work, and verbal responses. Student projects, compositions, and presentations range from 20-100 points.

Homework is typically 5 points per page.  Special assignments and projects will have a higher point value. Students must have their homework ready on their desk at the beginning of class to receive a stamp indicating that work is done on time. Students that are tardy without an excuse from the attendance office will not receive a stamp, and their homework will therefore be considered late. To receive full credit for their homework, students must correct it during the daily review of homework.
During the last week of this 24-week course (at the end of Spanish 3b), each student will have a 5-6 minute Exit Interview in Spanish. Passing this interview and a final course grade of 65% or higher are required for recommendation for Spanish 4. 

Due dates are announced well in advance, thus late work, not due to an excused absence, is only accepted for two weeks after the due date and will receive half credit. NOTE: While dictionaries or dictionary apps are encouraged on open-book assignments, the use of any kind of computer-generated translation programs will result in no credit for the assignment! Students do have the opportunity to retake lesson quizzes and tests to improve their grade. The retake score is averaged with the original score to produce the new hopefully higher mark.

Students can opt to receive 10 credits (5 credits for Spanish 3a and 5 credits for Spanish 3b)
for Spanish 102 and 103 through the Lane Community College program known as COLLEGE NOW. 

Expectations:

Students are expected to come to class daily with completed homework, textbook, workbook, notebook and / or binder paper and a writing utensil. Students are expected to arrive to class on time, be seated at the time class begins, and behave in a respectful manner to classmates and the teacher. Students are expected to participate actively in class. Class participation means that you have done the assigned work (i.e. reading, exercises, etc.) and that you are ready and willing to answer questions about it, and that you are fully engaged in all class activities. If you finish your work early, I expect you to study Spanish. This is a great time to study your current textbook lesson and vocabulary, work on your Spanish homework, or explore some of the enrichment materials in the classroom. Spanish is to be spoken as much as possible. The more you practice, the better you will become at using the language.
Verbal permission to leave during class is required, and good timing of your request is expected (for example, when doing independent written work). Students are allowed a maximum of five hall passes per term.

There will be no student cell phone or other electronic device and accessory use in the classroom unless directed by the teacher. Students will power down their phones at the beginning of class and put them in their backpacks. Visible phones/devices/accessories will be confiscated until the end of the school day. There is a charging station in the classroom that may be used in lieu of putting the phones in backpacks, on a space-available basis. 
When I am unable to solve a student behavior problem with the student, I will contact the student's family and/or write a referral.
