District Requirements










Progress monitoring may be recommended by the building team for students scoring below the 20%tile on a district benchmark assessment (easyCBM);
Written parent notification is required for progress monitoring in Tier II and III as part of the IIPM Model and the IIPM Pre/Referral Process;
Title I requires parent notification when their child is going to be receiving Title I services and these services must be explained. 
Parents have the right to refuse services.  Parents must receive an academic exit letter when the student is no longer eligible for services. 

Notification about progress monitoring and the testing process should be put in the schools fall newsletter.
