4j Elementary Summer School 2014 Referral Guidelines

We want student engagement to be properly targeted, effective and supportive for all students who choose to attend this 4-week intervention.  Students who have scored between the 11th and 25th percentile in Math or have a Reading Risk Score of 4 or 5 are the targeted group for the Title I Summer School Program.

easyCBM spreadsheets 2014
Spreadsheets reflecting the most recently available easyCBM scores will be provided for you.  One spreadsheet reflects students who scored below the 30th percentile on the winter math benchmark.  The second spreadsheet provides information on students who scored a risk score equal to, or above, 4 on the reading benchmark.  All reading and math scores will be taken from the winter assessment. 

Things to consider when reviewing the spreadsheets:

Review progress monitoring reports and intervention notes to determine if any of the students on your list have exited, are scoring above the 25th percentile, or have improved their reading risk (with progress monitoring) and adjust our list accordingly.

Please prioritize students in the following manner:

Before you begin, eliminate students who qualify for Migrant Ed Summer School Program and the ESY program.  Students qualifying for these programs have not been filtered from your current spreadsheets.

Follow this process:

1. After you have eliminated ESY and Migrant Ed students, review progress   monitoring data to tease out students who may no longer be below the 25th percentile or whose reading risk score has decreased.  Then, begin prioritizing the students left on your list that fall between the 11th and 25th percentile or have a risk score of 4 and 5 (as per Quickbase).  This is our targeted group.

2. If you still have space available, review students scoring between the 5th and 10th percentile in math.
3. Next, if you still have space available, review students scoring between the 26th and 30th percentile (math) and/or a risk score of 3 (reading) that would benefit from the program, but would not be bored with the academic pace.

4. Please remember to only consider students who can learn utilizing general education curriculum and materials without significant disruption to the learning environment.

5. When you turn your registration papers in to the summer school administrator, please include a copy of your final spreadsheet with a waiting list attached.  This list should include a contact number.  Families will be called inviting their child to join the program as space becomes available; this happens every summer.
