Interactions of Matter
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When doing metric conversions:

· Ask yourself:  Am I moving the decimal to the Right or to the Left?

· For example:  If you are converting from “centi” to “kilo”, you are moving to the left.  If you are converting from “base” to “milli” you are moving to the right.

· Ask yourself:  How many spaces am I moving?

· For example:  Going from “Hecta” to “deci”, you would move three spots.  This is how many spaces you move your decimal.
