Basic rule law 

You must drive at a speed that is reasonable and cautious for existing conditions.

Implied consent law

You agree to take a sobriety breath, urine or blood test when requested by police
Convicted of DUII how long will you lose driving privileges?  

First time = 1 year suspension
2nd time = 3 years suspension
3rd within 5 years of conviction  = permanent revocation

under 18 and conviction no license till 21
legal limit alcohol .08 or more
no legal limit for under 21

report a crash to the DMV within 72 hours if you don’t suspended license, hit and run is 1 year in jail
RR crossing with no line how many feet before nearest rail
15 feet

Turn signal before turning -
at least 100 feet before turn
Driver improvement is for people with too many accidents or moving violation

If under 18 

2nd accidents and/or convictions 90 days restriction of only family passengers
3rd accidents and/or convictions 6 months

If over 18 

3 accidents and/or convictions in 18 month period

30 days restricted (daytime or work)

4 accidents and/or convictions in 24 month period

30 day suspension
